What is Planned Giving? 

Simply put, planned giving is a way for you to leave money or assets to Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust upon your death; or a way for you to give money now so that you can receive an income stream from investments and then leave the remainder of the assets to the Land Trust at your death.

Some Planned Giving Options

Bequest – A gift to charity at death. It is the simplest type of planned gift to make and put into action.
Gift of Land – A piece of property gifted to the Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust. To make certain we are able to act in accord with your wishes, it is important to contact the Land Trust to discuss your plans. 

Bargain Sale – The Land Trust purchases property for less than the fair market value.


Life Estate Reserved – Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust accepts a gift of property – either a personal residence or land – and the donor retains the right to use the property for her or his lifetime.


Charitable Gift Annuity – An agreement where a donor makes a gift of cash or property and the charity agrees to make fixed payments to the donor for life. For this type of gift, Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust partners with our local Community Foundation. 

Designate Your Gift

Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust Land Preservation 
Gifts you give for land preservation are used to preserve land. They are used to fund the costs associated with land acquisition projects, including both the direct project costs and organizational necessities that ensure the effectiveness of the Land Trust in fulfilling our mission. Your gift is used by the Board of Directors and staff to further Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust’s land protection priorities.

Land Stewardship Endowment Fund
Another way for you to support the work of Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust is to give to the Land Stewardship Endowment Fund. 
When the Land Trust enters into a conservation agreement or takes ownership of a property, an obligation begins which extends in perpetuity. As stewards of the land, we at the Land Trust promise to uphold the terms of our conservation agreements and to care for the ecological health of our preserves. The Land Stewardship Fund gives assurance that the Land Trust is prepared and able care for protected places long into the future. 
Northeast Wisconsin Land Trust does not offer estate planning or tax advice and suggests that donors get their own legal and financial advice.
